Rosa Island. The ferry service,
which would cost consumers
$15 to $20 per round trip, would
be a temporary extension of a
similar service in Gulfport,
Miss. Eubanks added that he
would like to see one boat mak-
ing trips by the end of the sum-
mer and would eventually send
the ferry contract out for com-
petitive bid.

“l wanted to get a ferry ser-
vice before the road went out,”
Eubanks said.

Fort Pickens Road wasn’t the
only corridor damaged on feder-
al property that is yet to be
repaired. J. Earle Bowden Way,
the highway that connects
Pensacola Beach to Navarre
Beach has also been out of com-
mission since 2004. Eubanks
said the two projects would cost
a total of approximately $40 to
$55 million to repair and blames
the delay on environmental
rehabilitation and restrictive
government entities.

“l just don’t have a crystal
ball,” Eubanks said when asked
when the roads might be
repaired. “The faster the island
recovers, the faster we’ll see
those roads. We have to have a
design that won’t impede the

Mibpway: Fire District, AMR will partner in bid
to supply countywide ambulance services

Midway Fire Commissioners
like Chief Demeter’s skills

Midway Fire Commissioners
voted at a special meeting
Friday night to enter into a part-
nership  agreement  with
American Medical Response
(AMR) ambulance service in
submitting a bid at the end of
the month to provide ambu-
lance service to all of Santa
Rosa County. AMR is the
largest ambulance service in
the nation, with both ground
and air ambulances.

But Midway Commissioners
have also decided to submit
their own separate bid for
Midway Fire District to operate
a countywide ambulance ser-
vice, with no partner.

Fire Chief Stephen Demeter
told his commissioners Friday
that their legal counsel said this
week that under the bid propos-
al advertised by the county
Midway can enter as many bids
in as many forms as they wish.
So they decided Friday to sub-
mit two bids, with one being
MFD providing countywide
ambulance service with no
partner, placing ambulances
around the county and coordi-
nating with other fire depart-
ments. Included with that bid
will be their approved line of
credit for just over $3-million
for start up costs, purchase of
ambulances, and added payroll
costs of new paramedics.

But they will also submit a
partnership bid with AMR,
with Midway only servicing its
own area under that bid. “We
are trying to cover all our
bases,” Commissioner/
Treasurer Clyde Broome said.

The bids to provide ambu-
lance service to Santa Rosa
County for the next five years
are due into the county emer-

Midway Fire Commissioners
released the results of their
annual performance appraisal
of their Fire Chief Stephen
Demeter at last week’s regular
meeting, and the chief received
high marks from all commis-
sioners in all areas.

In the area of Management
and Leadership, each commis-
sioner was asked to rate the fire
chief from 1 to 5 — a 1 mean-
ing “significant improvement
needed”, and a 5 meaning “sig-
nificantly exceeds expectations
(role model behavior). In all
areas reviewed, from communi-
cation to professional relation-

gency officials by 5 p.m. April
3.

That gives Midway Fire and
AMR two weeks to hammer
out a contract between them-
selves, and also put together a
joint proposal to submit to the
county. Chief Demeter told
commissioners, “If this partner-
ship bid would be approved by
the county, it would be almost
like having our very own
COPN (operating certificate),
carving out our area for our-
selves to handle our own ambu-
lance transports. We could do
what we have been wanting to
do — service our own residents
the way we want to with our
own ambulances.”

AMR agreed to pay Midway
Fire $300 per emergency trans-
port it handles within the
Midway area, under this pro-
posed partnership agreement, if
AMR wins the countywide
contract.

Under the partnership agree-

ships to employee relationships
and personal conduct, the com-
missioners gave their chief a
‘5, The only areas with less

Included on the review were
objectives and goals for the next
year, with three listed — have
an ISO review by July 2007,
complete the self assessment
process for accreditation by
December and prepare district
to provide ambulance transport
by Oct. 1.

ment, MFD would still pur-
chase two ambulances of their
own. AMR had offered to place
two of their ambulances in
Midway, but at least one of
those would not be equipped
with the rescue apparatus MFD
wants, so the Chief wants to
purchase ambulances with the
equipment needed that would
belong to Midway.
Commissioners approved that
plan. Treasurer Broome pre-
sented commissioners with a
five-year financial study on the
partnership agreement with
AMR, based on figures of what
ambulance transports the
Midway area has generated in
the last couple years, showing
that even with the purchase of
the two ambulances the five-
year projection shows Midway
would break even financially
by the end of five years.
Commissioners scheduled a
special meeting for Wednesday,
March 28 to review the contract

AMR will work out with the
Fire Chief and if they approve
that contract, they will move
forward with the joint bid for
the county ambulance service.
